Regular Meeting called to order by Mayor Kurt Lindstrom.

Motion made by Trustee Frederickson seconded by Trustee Volk to approve the minutes of the April 19th, 2010 Regular Meeting as presented. All members voting aye. Carried.
Motion made by Trustee Fredreickson seconded by Trustee Volk to approve the minutes of the April 19th, 2010 Public Hearing as presented. All members voting aye. Carried.
Motion made by Trustee Cole seconded by Trustee Frederickson to approve the payment of the bills appearing on abstract No. 20, including claims numbered 11147 through 11195 in the amount of $46,326.85 following proper audit with no exceptions. All members voting aye. Carried.

New Business:


David O’Rourke gave a presentation on the School Budget. Explained they are looking at $687,000 cut in aid so they are looking at ways to reduce staffing where possible while keeping programs. The total proposed budget is $20,349,694, which represents an increase of $727,973 (3.7%), with a 1.54% administrative increase and a 1.6% instructional increase. Proposition 1 is for the replacement of 2 buses and Proposition 2 is $63,000 for a handicap accessible minibus which will be replacing a 10 year old vehicle. The true value tax rate will be $17.09, which is a $0.23 per thousand increase. 

Susan Arena stated that on a home with a value of $60,000, the increase would be $13.80 and with a $100,000 home value there would be a $23.00 increase to their tax bill. The estimated tax rate of $17.09 is still lower than the 2007-2008 school year and the largest part of the budget is for instruction, which represents 57%. There is a 3% decrease in this due to the reduction in staffing. The debt service was 2.4% last year and this year it is 7.4% of the total budget. The benefits also increased 1% from last year to 19% of the total budget. The largest revenue is from State Aid at 63% and the tax levy is 26% of total revenues. We’re also using reserves to offset costs this year. Proposition 2, allowing for the purchase of an 18 passenger handicap accessible bus is because the current bus has over 160,000 miles on it. 

David O’Rourke explained that even on a contingency budget, the budget would still increase 1.64% and they would not be able to purchase vehicles or protect programs. Program impact would be $158,000 which would be about 3 positions. Current administrative costs are below the cap but would decrease $24,000. Reminder that voting is May 18 from 1-9 pm.

Motion made by Trustee Cole seconded by Trustee Volk to accept the Code Enforcement Report. All members voting aye. Carried.
Motion made by Trustee Vole seconded by Trustee Volk to allow the VFW to hold their Annual Forget-Me-Not Drive on July 2nd and  3rd . All members voting aye. Carried.
Motion made by Trustee Frederickson seconded by Trustee Romanik to accept the Animal Control Report. All members voting aye. Carried.
Motion made by Trustee Romanik seconded by Trustee Volk to table TVGA’s task order to complete the SEMO application on behalf of the Village for rip rap installation along Walnut Creek and Lake Street. All members voting aye. Carried.
Motion made by Trustee Volk seconded by Trustee Cole to table allowing the Mayor to sign an agreement with County USDA for a continuation of the rip rap wall along Silver Creek for flood mitigation. All members voting aye. Carried.
Motion made by Trustee Cole seconded by Trustee Volk to bid out for municipal insurance. All members voting aye. Carried.
