Mayors Comments: Thank you to Tops Market for their donations to local organizations at the Grand Opening- SCFD, People Inc, SC Food Pantry, Anderson-Lee Library and the Little League. Thank you to Tim Horton’s for allowing Sergeant Romanik, Officer Franklin and myself to volunteer to help raise funds for Camp for Kids. Thank you to all the residents and departments that offered their feedback on the DPW project, special appreciation goes to the Planning Board for all their time in this matter. Thank you to Mrs. Romanik and the DPW Selection Committee for the time and work invested over the last year and to our staff and Department Heads for contributions as well. This has been a difficult, emotional decision. The Board has worked to reach this goal and I thank them for it. We can close our books with FEMA soon, it has been a long year and I commend our employees for their considerable time and attention in restoring the municipality to a whole condition. Next Saturday is the Children’s Fair that will be held in Park Place and the ballpark. Tomorrow evening is a Chautauqua Alcohol and Substance abuse program at the Silver Creek High School from 7-8:30 pm with group discussions led by the County Executive, Mrs. Tampio and other community leaders on the dangers of student drinking over the summer.
Trustee Reports: 

Trustee Romanik- An application has been submitted for a grant through the Chautauqua County Bed Tax for a water quality project with a range of $500- $40,000. We would use the money for a rip rap wall on Silver Creek. Registration for the Youth Recreation program are being accepted at the Clerk’s Office, Town Hall and we’ll also have a booth at the Children’s Fair. The Festival of Grapes Committee is holding a Spaghetti Dinner on June 22nd from 4-7pm at Mt. Carmel Church, presale tickets are $6 or you can get them at the door for $7 and children under 12 are $3. 
Trustee Frederickson- The decision about the DPW was not easy. I ran for office on the ticket that I would watch tax dollars and I’m trying to do that. I want all the departments to be able to move into one location out of the flood plane but the Village cannot afford that and I’m sorry if people are upset with that decision. I’m hoping we can move on from this and continue to help this village grow.
Trustee Cole- I studied the issue with the DPW carefully and the determining factor was that I did not want to put a double digit tax increase on the residents. We’ve talked about businesses but they are not going to come to a Village that conceivably has the highest tax rate in the County.  
      Trustee Volk- Some people will be upset about the decision that was made on the DPW tonight. It was a difficult decision and we spent a lot of time discussing it and looking at different options and I hope people can understand my concerns and feelings about the tax implications a New Build would have on this community. If we went with a New Build we wouldn’t have money for anything else, we would have land but that’s it. The priority has to be on the Streets Department.

Police Chief: Timothy Roche- I’m available to meet and discuss issues you may have with the Fiscal Management Policy. Someone needs to contact me about closing Lee Place. 
Streets Department: Ralph Crawford- We’re doing brush this week and we’re still dealing with issues from the flood regarding sink holes. We’re trying our best to get everything done and do what’s best for the Village. 
Water/Sewer Department: Nothing
Fire Department: Chief Rich Bartlett-I’m disappointed with the decision, this was our opportunity to look to the future. I understand about the taxes but there are 42 fire departments in Chautauqua County and we’re #6 for calls. Every time you hear the fire whistle, think about your decision.
